How to be successful doing a NW COED game?

Keep it Safe!

Remember that these games are played for fun.  They all work for a living so need to stay reasonably healthy.

Be Friendly!

They enjoy your having as much fun as they are. If you run with them it will be more fun. If you talk with them it will be more fun.

STOP Intimidation!

Because of the variant skill levels involved on the field you must pay very close attention to the interplay.  Speak to the player doing the intimidation and try to get them to cooperate with you.

Call the Fouls! ALL of them!

This is a great opportunity to practice your foul recognition and NOT your trifling or advantage analysis. It is also a good chance to practice handballs… NOT!  Many of us still call ball to hand fouls as handballs fouls. Lastly, be aware of the husband and wife situations. Even if done accidentally, a foul to a female player or a hard foul to a male player has the effect of bringing the spouse to the forefront.

Protect the Keeper! Protect the Keeper!

Help the keeper to understand the keeper rules. Often this is a shared position so nobody really knows the rules.  These adult leagues have a difficult time finding keepers. 

Good Positioning!

Wide is good.  Use diagonal movement to gain better views of challenges. Trailing play means you are guessing about who did what, because you can’t see it clearly. 

Speaking of Substitutions!

The league is very liberal with substitutions. ANY DEAD BALL, at the referee’s discretion.
